a. With the objectives of  eventually  liberalizing  traded among

the Member States, the three Governments confirmed the 

Protocol on Preferential Tariffs Arrangements signed on 

23rd May, 1991, in Tehran. 

b. The Government further confirmed agreement on Annexes

I, II, III and the  List of Commodities and the Rules

of Origin.

c. The Governments  confirmed  ten percent tariff reduction

on the goods listed in the Annexures and reaffirmed their

commitment to work toward ensuring the fullest possible

reduction  of trade barriers among the Member States.
