THE 10TH ECO COUNCIL OF MINISTERS

The Economic Cooperation Organization (ECO) 10TH Ministerial Meeting will be held in Tehran, Islamic Republic of Iran on June 6-8, 2000. His Excellency Dr. Kharrazi, the Honourable Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Islamic Republic of Iran will inaugurate and chair the Meeting and the Ministers of Foreign Affairs and representatives of Member States are going to attend this Meeting. The Meeting of Council of Ministers is preceded by the Meeting of the Senior Officials which is chaired by H. E. Dr. Seyed Mohammad Hosein Adeli, Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Islamic Republic of Iran.

The Council of Ministers is the highest policy making body of ECO. It meets at least once a year. The 9th ECO Council of Ministers was held in Baku, Republic of Azerbaijan, on 21 May 1999. The Council of Ministers may propose the convening of meetings of other Ministers for the formulation and recommendation of Plans and projects in their respective fields.  

The 10th ECO Council of Ministers will review/make decision, inter-alia, on the following issues: Appointing the Secretary General and his Deputies for the next term; Approving the ECO Secretariat Budget for the year 2000; approving work program of ECO; and Review and adopt the report of the 10th Regional Planing Council.           

 His Excellency Dr. Kharrazi, will address the Meeting and Secretary General of ECO will present his annual report, highlighting main events/achievments, particularly since the last COM and Summit.

The 10th ECO Council of Ministers will also make necessary preparations for the 6th ECO Summit Meeting, to be held on 10 June, in Tehran. 
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
