ECO Training Workshop on Energy Resources Development and their Environmental Impact Assessment, concluded in Tehran

A Training Workshop on Energy Resources Development and their Environmental Impact Assessment was held in Tehran, on 7-9 October 2001. The Workshop was inaugurated by the opening statements made by Dr. M. Hojjat, Deputy Head of Department of Environment for Human Environment, and Dr. Abdolrahim Gavahi, ECO Secretary General, followed by another statement presented by Mr. Najafi, Deputy Head of the department for Natural Environment & Bio-diversity.

The three-day Workshop discussed the role of and experience of Environmental management in ECO Member States, as well as the method of reducing environmental impacts of activities in the oil exploration, production and transportation sectors.

Since ECO Region encompasses a vast area rich in minerals and energy resources, so the issue of Energy Resources Development and their Environmental Impact Assessment could be given the top priority in environmental activities of ECO Members States. Delegates from ECO Member States also dedicated some of their time to exchange their views on this issue.

Other important issues such as Environmental Evaluation of Renewable Energy Resources and Environmental Impact Assessment in Combined Cycle Power Plants and small Hydro-Electric Power Projects were also discussed in the frame work of this workshop.
