ECO Secretary General Calls on The World Bank President

 
ECO Secretary General, H. E. Dr. Abdolrahim Gavahi, called on H. E. Mr. James Wolfenson, President of the World Bank, in Washington D. C., on 22nd November 2001.

In this meeting, Dr. Gavahi referring to the capacity of the ECO region with regard to economic development and promotion, emphasized on the role of Economic Cooperation Organization and discussed the issue of the crucial role that The World Bank and ECO should play, cooperate with each other, in Afghanistan and the future reconstruction of this war-driven country.
