UNFPA Executive Director's visit to ECO Secretariat

Mrs. Thoraya Ahmad Obaid, Executive Director of the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA) in her visit of the ECO Secretariat met with the Acting Secretary General of ECO, Dr. Ahmet Tiktik.


Dr. Tiktik recalling successful history of relation between ECO and UNFPA involving five joint activities in the past, asked Mrs. Obaid to render her support for the future joints events between ECO and UNFPA in areas of health and population, including a seminar on HIV/AIDS Disease and Adolescent Health anticipated for the next year in Bishkek (Kyrgyzstan).


During the meeting it was underscored that the recent developments taking place in Afghanistan (an ECO member) would constitute another impetus for promoting cooperation between ECO and UNFPA.


Mrs. Obaid stressed that current circumstances has led to inclusion of a new factor in UNFPA's activities and programmes and now the UNFPA's focus will be on Afghanistan. She also praised the ECO Secretariat for inclusion of health and population related issues among its programmes.
