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The ECO Interim 

Motor Vehicle Third Party
Liability Insurance Scheme
The ECO White Card Scheme
Preamble

The Government Insurance Authorities of the Contracting Parties to the "ECO Transit Transport Framework Agreement" (TTFA);

Having regard to Article 22 and Annex 5 of the "ECO Transit Transport Framework Agreement" (TTFA), which calls for the establishment of the Interim Motor Vehicle Third Party Liability Insurance Scheme among the ECO member states;
Having considered Article 3 of Annex V of the TTFA, regarding establishment of the Interim Motor Vehicle Third Party Liability Insurance Scheme,
Have agreed on the following:

Section I
Purpose and Definitions

Article 1 - ‍Purpose of the Scheme
The purpose of the "ECO Interim Motor Vehicle Third Party Liability Insurance Scheme" (hereinafter called the "Scheme"), is to facilitate the international circulation of motor vehicles by enabling insurance of third party liability risks in respect of their use to fulfill the criteria imposed by the visited country and, in the case of accidents, to guarantee compensation of injured parties in accordance with national laws and regulations of that country.
Criteria and details of the financial guarantee mechanism in which the National Motor Insurers' Bureaux shall fully guarantee the settlement of the claims arising out of the accidents related to the ECO White Card Scheme, is attached as Annex II.  

Article 2 - Definitions

For the purpose of the Scheme, the following words and expressions shall have the meanings herein assigned to them and no other:

2.1 The Insurance Sub-Committee of the Transit Transport Coordination Council (TTCC): means one of the TTCC's Sub-committees which is established under the "ECO Transit Transport Framework Agreement" (TTFA), and shall be composed of two representatives from each of the Contracting Parties viz from the insurance surveillance body and the organization designated as the National Bureau. 

2.2 The ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB): means the body which shall be comprised of representatives of each of the National Bureau of the countries participating in the Scheme. It operates under Article 4 of Section II.
2.3 National Motor Insurers’ Bureau (hereinafter called “National Bureau”): means the professional organization determined by the respective country, which is a member of the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) and is responsible to perform functions necessary for operation of the Scheme.
2.4 Insurer: means the insurance company to conduct the business of compulsory third party liability insurance in respect of the use of vehicles, which is a member of a National Bureau.

2.5 Insured: means any person whose third party liability in respect of the use of a vehicle is covered by a policy of insurance.

2.6 Policy of insurance: means a contract of compulsory insurance issued by an Insurer covering civil liability of the insured, in respect of the use of a vehicle.

2.7 The ECO Motor Vehicle Third Party Liability Insurance Card (hereinafter called the ECO White Card): means the international certificate of the existence of a policy of insurance issued under the authority of the National Bureaux under Articles of section III; 
2.8 Vehicle: means any motor vehicle intended for travel on land and propelled by mechanical power but not running on rails as well as any trailer whether or not coupled but only where the motor vehicle or trailer is made subject to compulsory third party liability insurance in the country in which it is being used.

2.9 Accident: means any event causing personal injuries and/or damages to properties which may, pursuant to the law of the country where it occurs, fall within the scope of compulsory third party liability insurance in respect of the use of a vehicle.

2.10 Injured party: means any person entitled to claim compensation in respect of any personal injuries and/or damages to properties caused by the use of a vehicle.

2.11 Claim: means any one or more claims for compensation presented by an injured party and arising out of the same accident.

2.12 Claims Correspondent: means any insurer or other person appointed by one or more insurers with the approval of the National Bureau of the country in which the insurer is established with a view to handling and settling claims arising from accidents involving vehicles for which the insurer or insurers in question have issued an insurance policy and occurring in that country.

Section II

Structure, Functions and Obligations of Operating 

Bodies of the Scheme

Article 3 – Structural basis      
3.1 The Scheme shall have, as its legal, technical and financial basis, the guarantees which are afforded to motorists proceeding among the countries of the Contracting Parties by taking out a policy of insurance issued by an Insurer authorized to undertake this type of business in the country which is the point of departure for the journey.
3.2 The Scheme shall be based materially on an ECO White Card as defined in the provisions of Section III.
3.3 The operation of the Scheme shall be coordinated and supervised by the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB).              
3.4 The reports of the Meetings of the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) will be submitted to the Insurance Sub-Committee of the TTCC. The ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) shall also refer to the Insurance Sub-Committee of the TTCC such matters as unsettled disputes between the National Bureaux, proposed amendments to the Scheme, and any other matters which may require decisions to be taken by the Transit Transport Coordination Council (TTCC).
3.5 Each National Bureau shall settle claims arising out of an accident occurring in the territory of another member country of the Scheme, caused by a motorist from its country who has a valid ECO White Card, on behalf of its Insurers, and shall also handle claims arising out of an accident occurred in its country which involves a motorist from another member country of the Scheme who has a valid ECO White Card issued by the Insurer of concerned National Bureau's country.

Article 4 – The ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB)

4.1 The ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) takes all necessary measures to ensure the successful fulfillment of the Scheme and has a close liaison with the Insurance Sub-Committee of the TTCC in the field of insurance operations in the ECO region.

4.2 The ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) is responsible for coordinating and supervising the financial, technical and legal operations of the National Bureaux as related to the Scheme.

4.3 The Chairman of the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) shall be appointed on alphabetical rotatory basis from among the representatives of the National Bureaux. The period of office for the Chairman shall be one year. 
4.4 An Ordinary Annual Meeting attended by representatives of National Bureaux shall be convened by the Chairman. A notice convening the annual meeting accompanied by the Agenda and other related documents shall be sent by the chairman to all National Bureaux by telefax, registered airmail, or courier, not less than 45 days prior to the date of such meeting. Should the Chairman be unable to preside at a convened Meeting, the participating representatives of the National Bureaux shall appoint from amongst themselves a person to preside over that Meeting. 
4.5 The Extraordinary Meetings shall be held upon receipt of a written request by the Chairman from any one of the National Bureaux accompanied by its Agenda. Within one week from the receipt of the written request, the Chairman shall send a notice to all National Bureaux of the Contracting Parties not less than 21 days prior to the date of such meeting.
4.6 The Quorum for the transaction of a convened Meeting of the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) shall be dependent upon the presence of two third of the National Bureaux.

4.7 Decisions at Meetings of the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) shall be valid and binding if carried by the majority of the delegations present. At all Meetings of The ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) each National Bureau shall have only one vote regardless of the number of its representatives.
4.8 The ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) shall determine the annual budget and financial contributions to be paid by each National Bureau.
4.9 The ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) shall use the secretarial services and office of the ECO Secretariat for fulfillment its functions until its office is established.

4.10 The ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) shall determine the Chairman's duties and functions.

Article 5 – The National Motor Insurers' Bureau
5.1 The National Motor Insurers' Bureau which operates with the recognition and approval of its Government is required to have its own independent financial structure based on the joint commitment of member Insurers authorized to transact compulsory civil liability insurance in respect of the use of motor vehicles operating in its national territories which enables it to meet obligations arising out of the Scheme. In this respect, each National Bureau shall officially provide guarantee to the National Bureau of the visited country of the commitment of the Insurer covering third party liability in respect of the use of the vehicle involved in the accident. 
National Bureaux should conclude bilateral agreements between themselves, on voluntary basis, whereby they undertake within the context of their reciprocal relations. The conditions and a model of this agreement are attached as Annex III.
5.2 Each National Bureau shall be responsible for printing its ECO White Cards or shall authorize its Insurers to print them.
5.3 Each National Bureau shall authorize its Insurers to issue ECO White Cards to their Insureds solely for vehicles registered in any member country for which it is competent.
Section III
Status of the ECO White Card

Article 6 – Issue and Validity of the ECO White Card
6.1 The ECO White Card is obtained by motorists on a temporary travel to a certain country or countries within the ECO region which has to be presented in the event of an accident or at the borders and, if necessary, within the ECO member countries of the Scheme. 

6.2 The ECO White Card is equivalent to the National Compulsory Motor Vehicle Third Party Liability Insurance Certificates of each of the ECO member Countries of the Scheme which a motorist visits.
6.3 The ECO White Card certifies that the visiting motorist has at least the minimum Compulsory Motor Vehicle Third Party Liability Insurance cover required by the Law and regulations of the countries visited.
6.4 All ECO White Cards are deemed to be valid for at least fifteen days from their date of inception. 

6.5 Any request for confirmation of the validity of an identified ECO White Card sent by fax or e-mail to a National Bureau by the National Bureau of the country of accident shall be given a definitive answer within three months of the receipt of such request. In the event of no response being received then on expiry of that period, the ECO White Card shall be deemed to be valid.
6.6 Any ECO White Card presented in a country for which it is valid, purporting to be issued under the authority of a National Bureau shall be guaranteed by that National Bureau. However, the National Bureau's guarantee shall not apply where an ECO White Card relates to a vehicle which is not legally registered in that National Bureau's country.
Article 7 – Content and Form of the ECO White Card
7.1 The content of the ECO White Card shall be printed both in the language of the country of the National Bureau and in English; it shall include the following information:
a. Name and address of the relevant National Bureau;

b. Name and address of the Insurer and its signature and seal;

c. Name and address of the Insured or Policy holder;

d. Name of member countries of the Scheme;
e. Validity period of the ECO White Card both its date of issue and expiry;
f. Registration plate number and category of the vehicle concerned;

g. Serial number of the ECO White Card and the security features (for example a hologram);
h. Color of the ECO White Card must be White with a 5 millimeters Green border lines and its dimensions should be: Width - 190 millimeters, Height – 270 millimeters.
7.2 A model of the ECO White Card is attached as Annex I.
7.3 The ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) shall be responsible for any amendment or revision to the format, shape and dimensions of the ECO White Card. 
Section IV
Settlement and Reimbursement

Article 8 – Handling of Claims

8.1 When a National Bureau is informed of an accident occurring in the territory of the country for which it is competent, involving a vehicle from another member country of the Scheme it shall, without waiting for a formal claim, proceed to investigate the circumstances of the accident. It shall as soon as possible give notice of any such accident to the Insurer who issued the ECO White Card or policy of insurance or, if appropriate, to the National Bureau concerned. If, in the course of this investigation, the National Bureau notes that the Insurer of the vehicle involved in the accident is identified and that a Claims Correspondent of this Insurer has been approved in conformity with the provisions in Article 9, it shall forward this information promptly to the Claims Correspondent for further action.
8.2 On receipt of a claim arising out of an accident under the circumstances described above, if a Claims Correspondent of the Insurer has been approved, the National Bureau shall forward the claim promptly to the Claims Correspondent so that it may be handled and settled in conformity with the provisions of Article 9. If there is no approved Claims Correspondent, it shall give immediate notice to the Insurer who issued the ECO White Card or policy of insurance or, if appropriate, to the National Bureau concerned that it has received a claim and will handle it.
8.3 The National Bureau is authorized to settle any claim amicably or to accept service of judicial process likely to involve the payment of compensation.
8.4 All claims shall be handled by the National Bureau with complete autonomy in conformity with legal and regulatory provisions applicable in the country of accident relating to liability, compensation of injured parties and compulsory insurance in the best interests of the Insurer who issued the ECO White Card or policy of insurance or, if appropriate, the National Bureau concerned. The National Bureau shall be competent for all matters concerning the interpretation of the law applicable in the country of accident and the settlement of the claim. The National Bureau shall, on express demand, inform the Insurer, or the National Bureau concerned, before taking a final decision.
8.5 When the settlement envisaged is in excess of the conditions or limits applicable under the compulsory motor vehicle third party liability insurance law in force in the country of accident whilst   covered under the policy of insurance, it shall consult the Insurer in relation to that part of the claim which exceeds those conditions or limits. The consent of such Insurer is not required if the applicable law imposes on the National Bureau the obligation to take account of the contractual guarantees in excess of such limits and conditions provided in the law relating to insurance against civil liability in respect of the use of motor vehicles in the country of accident.
Article 9 – Claims Correspondent

9.1 Each National Bureau shall set out the conditions under which it grants, refuses or withdraws its approval to Claims Correspondents established in the country for which it is competent to operate upon the provisions of the Scheme.
9.2 Only a National Bureau shall have the authority, on the request of one of its Insurers, to send to another National Bureau a request for the approval of a Claims Correspondent established in the country of that National Bureau. This request shall be sent by fax or e-mail and supported by proof that the proposed Claims Correspondent accepts the requested approval. The National Bureau concerned shall grant or refuse its approval within three months from the date of receipt of the request and shall notify its decision and its effective date to the National Bureau that made the request as well as to the Claims Correspondent concerned. In the event of no response being received then on expiry of that period, the approval shall be deemed to have been granted. 
9.3 The Claims Correspondent shall handle all claims in conformity with any legal or regulatory provisions applicable in the country of accident relating to liability, compensation of injured parties and compulsory motor vehicle third party liability insurance, in the name of the National Bureau that has approved it and on behalf of the Insurer that requested its approval, arising out of accidents occurring in that country involving vehicles insured by the Insurer that requested its approval. When any settlement envisaged exceeds the conditions or limits applicable under the compulsory motor vehicle third party liability insurance law applicable in the country of accident, whilst covered under the policy of insurance, the Claims Correspondent must comply with the provisions set out in Article 8.5.
9.4 The National Bureau that has granted its approval to a Claims Correspondent recognizes it as exclusively competent to handle and settle claims in the name of the National Bureau and on behalf of the Insurer that requested its approval. The National Bureau shall inform injured parties of this competence and forward to the Claims Correspondent any notifications relating to such claims. However it may, at any time and without any obligation to justify its decision, take over the handling and settlement of a claim from a Claims Correspondent.
9.5 If, for whatever reason, the National Bureau that granted the approval is required to compensate any injured party in place of the Claims Correspondent, it shall be reimbursed directly by the National Bureau through which the request for approval was sent, in accordance with the conditions set out in Article 10.
9.6 Subject to the provisions of Article 9.3, the Claims Correspondent is free to agree with the Insurer that requested its approval the conditions for reimbursement of sums paid to injured parties and the method for calculating its handling fees which agreement, however, shall not be enforceable against any National Bureau; If a Claims Correspondent is unable to obtain reimbursement of advance payments it has made in accordance with the conditions set out in Article 9.3 on behalf of the Insurer that requested its approval, it shall be reimbursed by the National Bureau that approved it. The latter National Bureau shall subsequently be reimbursed by the National Bureau of which the Insurer in question is an Insurer in accordance with the conditions set out in Article 10.
9.7 When a National Bureau is informed that one of its Insurers has decided to dismiss a Claims Correspondent, it shall immediately so inform the National Bureau that granted the approval. This latter National Bureau shall be at liberty to determine the date on which its approval will cease to have effect. When a National Bureau that granted approval to a Claims Correspondent decides to withdraw it or is informed that the Claims Correspondent wishes to have its approval withdrawn, it shall immediately so inform the National Bureau that forwarded the request for the approval of the Claims Correspondent. It shall also inform the National Bureau of the date of the Claims Correspondent's effective withdrawal or the date on which its approval will cease to have effect. 
Article 10 – Conditions of Reimbursement

10.1 When a National Bureau has settled all claims arising out of the same accident it shall send, within a maximum period of one year from the date of the last payment made in favor of an injured party, by fax or e-mail to the Insurer of the National Bureau which issued the ECO White Card or policy of insurance or, if appropriate, to the National Bureau concerned a demand for reimbursement specifying:

10.1.1 The sums paid as compensation to injured parties under either an amicable settlement or a court order;

10.1.2 The sums disbursed for external services in the handling and settlement of each claim and all costs specifically incurred for the purposes of a legal action which would have been disbursed in similar circumstances by an Insurer established in the country of accident;

10.1.3 A handling fee to cover all other charges calculated under the rules approved by the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB). When claims arising out of the same accident are defended and settled 
without any compensation being paid, such sums as provided in 10.1.2 above and the minimum fee fixed by the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) in conformity with 10.1.3 above may be claimed.
10.2 The demand for reimbursement shall specify that the amounts due are payable in the country and in the national currency of the beneficiary, free of costs, within a period of two months from the date of demand and that, on expiry of that period, late interest at 12% per annum on the amount due from the date of the demand until the date of receipt of the remittance by the bank of the beneficiary shall apply automatically. The demand for reimbursement may also specify that amounts expressed in the national currency are payable in US Dollar or Euro, at the official rate of exchange current in the country of the claiming National Bureau at the date of the demand.
10.3 Under no circumstances shall demands for reimbursement include payments for fines, bail bonds or other financial penalties imposed upon an insured which are not covered by insurance against civil liability in respect of the use of motor vehicles in the country of accident.

10.4 Supporting documents, including the objective proof that compensation due to injured parties has been paid, shall be sent promptly on demand but without delay to the reimbursement.
10.5 Reimbursement of all sums cited in Articles10.1.1 and 10.1.2 above may be claimed in accordance with the conditions set out in this article notwithstanding that the National Bureau may not have settled all claims arising out of the same accident. The handling fee provided for under Article 10.1.3 above may also be claimed if the principal sum which is the subject of the reimbursement is in excess of the amount fixed by the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB).
10.6 If, after satisfaction of a reimbursement demand, a claim is re-opened or a further claim arising out of the same accident is made, the balance of the handling fee, if any, shall be calculated in accordance with the provisions in force at the time when the demand for reimbursement in respect of the re-opened or further claim is presented. 
10.7 Where no claim for compensation has resulted from an accident, no handling fee may be claimed.

Article 11 – Obligation of Guarantee

11.1 Each National Bureau shall guarantee the reimbursement by its Insurers of any amount demanded in accordance with the provisions of Article 10 by the National Bureau of the country of accident.
If an Insurer fails to make the payment demanded within the period of two months specified in Article 10, the National Bureau to which this Insurer belongs shall itself make the reimbursement in accordance with the conditions described hereunder, following receipt of a guarantee call made by the National Bureau of the country of accident.
The National Bureau standing as guarantor shall make the payment within a period of one month. On expiry of that period, late interest at 12% per annum on the amount due, calculated from the date of the guarantee call to the date of receipt of the remittance by the beneficiary's bank, shall apply automatically.
The guarantee call shall be made by fax or e-mail within a period of twelve months after the date of dispatch of the demand for reimbursement under Article 10. On expiry of that period and without prejudice to any late interest for which it may be liable, the liability of the National Bureau standing as guarantor shall be limited to the amount claimed from its Insurer plus a 12 months interest calculated at 12% per annum. No guarantee call shall be admissible if made more than two years after the dispatch of the demand for reimbursement.
11.2 Each National Bureau guarantees that its Insurers shall instruct the Claims Correspondents whose approval they have requested to settle claims in conformity with the provisions of the first paragraph of Article 9.3 above and forward to those Claims Correspondents or to the National Bureau of the country of accident all documents concerning all claims entrusted to them. 
Section V
Amendments
Article 12 – Procedure for Amending the Scheme
Any amendment to the Scheme shall be proposed by the Insurance Sub-Committee of the TTCC and shall be effected by approval of the ECO Transit Transport Coordination Council (TTCC).
Section VI
Settlement of disputes

Article 13 – Procedure 
Any dispute between National Bureaux as to the interpretation or effect of the provisions of the Scheme shall be investigated and settled by the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB). If any dispute is not settled, it shall be referred to the TTCC through its Insurance Sub-Committee.
Section VII
Official Language
Article 14 – Official Language of the Scheme
The official language of the Scheme shall be English.
Section VIII
Membership
Article 15 – Joining to the Scheme

Those ECO Member States, who have not signed or ratified the "ECO Transit Transport Framework Agreement" (TTFA), may join the Scheme on provisional basis. Other non ECO member countries may become contracting parties to the scheme with the unanimous consent of the ECO Member States at the ECO Transit Transport Coordination Council (TTCC) Meetings.
Section IX

Entry into force and Termination

Article 16 – Approval and date of Entry into force of the Scheme

The Scheme was adopted by the first Meeting of the Insurance Sub-Committee of the TTCC, held in Tehran on 29-30 May 2007 and shall enter into force upon approval by the ECO Transit Transport Coordination Council (TTCC).

Article 17- Termination

For the purposes of the TTFA and its annexes, Contracting Parties shall use the Scheme unless all the Contracting Parties accede to the International Green Card System.

Annex II:  Financial Guarantees Criteria
The essential pillar for successful implementation of the ECO White Card Scheme is formation of a financial guarantee mechanism in which a National Motor Insurers' Bureau that decided to join the Scheme shall provide to the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) an adequate financial guarantee in order to meet fully the settlement of the claims arising out of the accidents related to the Scheme. In this respect, establishing an internationally valid guarantee measures must be taken into use between National Motor Insurers' Bureaux, to guarantee reimbursement of the unpaid debts due to concerned National Motor Insurers' Bureaux or their Insurers and unpaid membership contributions due to the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) under the regulations of the Scheme, as mentioned below:
1. A definite Bank Guarantee or a Cash Deposit must be concluded with the ECO Trade & Development Bank by the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB). 
1.1 In the case of Cash Deposit, each of the National Motor Insurers' Bureaux shall oblige to pay the financial contributions in the amount of US $ 500,000.00 (five hundred thousands US Dollar) or its equivalent in Euro, to the above mentioned bank in 4 equal installments. The 1st installment shall be paid within the period of eight weeks from the date of receipt of the invoice letter sent by the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) to each of the National Motor Insurers' Bureaux. Each of the next installments shall be paid within the 90 days from the expiry of the last installment. 
1.2 The Bureau concerned shall deposit with the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) copies of all financial guarantee documents.

2. The wording of the Bank Guarantee or Cash Deposit shall be in accordance with the standard requirements of the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB).
3. The ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) shall have the right to use the Guarantee or the Deposit towards the settlement of the unpaid debts of concerned National Motor Insurers' Bureau. Unpaid debts shall include unpaid claims for reimbursement due to other National Motor Insurers' Bureaux or their Insurers and unpaid membership contributions due to the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) under the regulations of the Scheme.
4. In the case of a Cash Deposit, the interest which accrues thereon shall be for the credit of concerned National Motor Insurers' Bureau.
4.1 When the amount of interest exceeds 50% of the original deposit, it may be remitted to the respective National Motor Insurers' Bureaux with a written request. 
5. The said guarantee or deposit shall not be used for any purposes unless those which mentioned above. 
5.1 Any draw-down of a Bank Guarantee or Cash Deposit shall be replenished by concerned National Motor Insurers' Bureau within six weeks. The procedure for replenishment has to be activated as soon as the National Motor Insurers' Bureau becomes aware of the draw-down.
6. The concerned National Motor Insurers' Bureau is required to prove the activation and fulfillment of the replenishment procedure without any delay by formally notifying the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB).
Annex III: Rules governing bilateral agreements concluded between National Motor Insurers' Bureaux
1. Bilateral agreements shall be signed in triplicate by the contracting National Bureaux, each of whom shall retain a copy. The third copy shall be sent to the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) which shall, after consultation with the concerned parties, inform them of the date commencement of their agreements;

2. Such agreements shall include clauses providing:
2.1 Identification of the contracting National Bureaux, mentioning their status as Members of the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) and the territories for which they are competent;

2.2 Their undertaking to abide by the provisions of this Scheme;

2.3 Their undertaking to abide by such provisions as mutually chosen and agreed;

2.4 Reciprocal authorities granted by these National Bureaux, in their own name and on behalf of their members, to settle claims amicably or to accept service of any extra-judicial or judicial process likely to lead to the payment of compensation resulting from any accident within the scope and purpose of this Uniform Regulations;

2.5 Unlimited duration of the agreement, subject to the right of each contracting National Bureaux to terminate it on twelve months notice simultaneously notified to the other party and to the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB);

2.6 Automatic cancellation or suspension of the agreement if either contracting Bureau ceases to be a Member of the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) or has its membership suspended;

	Hereby undertake to abide by the provisions of the ECO Interim Motor Vehicles Third Party Liability Insurance Scheme (ECO White Card Scheme). This undertaking shall also apply to any subsequent amendment of the said Interim Scheme.

Hereby grant reciprocal authority to accept service of any judicial or extrajudicial process likely to lead to the payment of damages or to settle amicably any claim arising out of accidents within the context of this Interim Scheme.

This agreement is concluded for an unlimited period. However, either signatory may terminate it at twelve months notice. Notice of termination shall be given simultaneously to the other party to the agreement and the Secretary General of the ECO Council of Bureaux. 

It is further agreed that this agreement shall be terminated or suspended automatically if either signatory ceases to be a Member of the ECO Council of Bureaux (ECO-CB) or is suspended from membership thereof.

The date of entry into force of this agreement will be communicated to the signatories by the Chairman of the ECO Council of Bureaux after receipt of a copy signed by both parties.
